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Preface

In today's society, Thailand move into the digital quickly and continuous,
it used as a tool fast access information to model digital.

of information and communication technology.

In this survey, the National Statistical Office has obtained very good
cooperation from public and private agencies to jointly specify needs and to
exchange opinions in order to create the survey that mutually beneficial for all
parties. We hope that the statistical information from this survey will benefit in
the assessment and improvement of various development plans to improve
the quality of life and of society as well as to achieve the goal of wisdom and

digital society.
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Executive Summary

The Information and Communication
Technology Survey in Household has been
undertaken since 2001. From 2003, the survey
has been conducted annually in order to
know the number of computer users, the
number of Intemnet users and mobile phone users,
the behaviors of users, the number of household
with devices of information and communication
technology such as fixed line telephone, fax,

computers and Intemet access in households.

Viewing heads of households and
members of households aged 6 years and
over from 83,880 sample households, the
survey can be concluded as the following:

1. Use of information and communication

technology of population

In 2017, from 63.1 million of population
aged 6 years and over, there were 19.4 million
of computer users or 30.8%, 33.4 million of
Internet users or 52.9% and 55.6 million of

mobile phone users or 88.2%.

Comparing the proportion of computer,
Internet and Mobile Phone users of population
aged 6 years and over during 2013 - 2017,
computer had proportion about 35.0% (22.2
million) in 2013 and decreased to 30.8% (19.4
million) in 2017 and Internet had about 28.9%
(18.3 million) in 2013 and increased to 52.9%
(33.4 million) in 2017 and Mobile Phone had
about 73.3% (46.4 million) and increased to
88.2% (55.6 million) in 2017

During 2013 - 2017 the
proportion of computer users in municipal area
had 46.3% in 2013 and decreased to 38.1% in
2017, while the proportion of computer users in
non-municipal area had 29.1% in 2013 and
decrease to 24.8% in 2017,

At the same time the proportion of
Internet users in municipal area had increased
from 39.9% in 2013 to 62.7% in 2017 and in
non-municipal area had increased from 23.2%

For the location of using Internet in
2017, most of persons used Internet at any
place via a mobile phone at 89.9%. Next was
persons used Internet at home 68.4%, at work
33.4% and at place of education 24.8%.
Considering the activity of using Intemnet,
Internet was used mostly to Social Network
(Facebook, Twitter, GooglePlus, Line, Instagram)
at 94.0%. Next was for downloading picture/
movies/video/music/game or playing game, or
listening to radio or music at 87.9% Trace news
read and download newspaper or magazine (e-book)
at 44.4% and search general Information/good
or services at 40.4%.

However, when considering frequency of
using Internet, most of persons used Internet
5-7 days per week at 82.9%. Next was used
Internet 1-4 days per week at 16.2%.

For the highest proportion of devices to

access Internet was Smart Phone at 93.7%,
Next was PC 45.4% Notebook at 20.8% and
Tablet at 10.2% respectively.

3. Device of Information and communication

technology with household

The survey of ICT household during
2013-2017, the proportion of fixed line telephone
was 14.0% in 2013 and decreased to 9.3% in
2017. The proportion of fax was 1.7% in 2013
and decreased to 1.2% in 2017. The proportion
of computers was 28.7% in 2013 and increased
to 24.8% in 2017. The proportion to Internet
access was 23.5% in 2013 and as increased to
64.4% in 2017.

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CHAPTER 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

The Information and Communication
Technology Survey in Household has been
undertaken since 2001 and from 2003, the
survey has been conducted annually by
attaching the questionnaire with the Labor
Force Survey. However, because the demand
of using statistics about information and
communication technology has significantly
increased, since 2005 the questionnaire has
been separated from the Labor Force Survey
in order to add more questions to serve
demand of users. For this year, the survey
was conducted in the 1° quarter (January —
March) of 2017.

1.2 Concepts/Regulations

The household survey on the use of
information and communication technology
to satisfy the requirements to users data
about ICT, by the standards of the International
Telecommunication Union (International
telecommunication union: ITU) adapted for
use with surveys such as questions on entries
and definitions Information related to the ICT.
For the field work data use the international
standards of the International labour Organization
(ILO) and United Nations (UN) set to improve
in the survey. The adoption to use international
standards and specifications in the survey

for to get information modern and standards.

1.3 Objectives

1. To know the number of persons
using computer, Internet and mobile phone.

2. To know the number of household
having information and communication
technology devices including fixed line
telephone, fax, computer and Internet
access in household.

3. To know the detail of the use of
computer, Internet, mobile phone of persons
such as location of use, activity of use and

time of use etc.

1.4 Benefit of the survey

1. The survey informs the development
of the use of technology in terms of computer,
Internet and mobile phones used by persons.

2. The survey informs the number of
information and communication technology
devices in household as well as the detail of
related devices used.

3. The survey results can be used as
indicators of the country’s development of
information and communication technology.

4. The information can be used to
define policy and create information and
communication technology plan in both
human resources development and create
plans to thoroughly distribute information
and communication technology knowledge

to persons.



CHAPTER 2
STATISTICAL METHODOLOGY

2.1 Target Population

The Information and Communication
Technology Survey in Household has
coverage private households in municipal
area and non municipal area. The total
sample household is 83,880 households.
Data were collected by interviewing heads
of households and members of households
who were 6 years old or over by enumerators
from the National Statistical Office.

2.2 Reference Period

During 3 months before interview
refers to duration counting backward from
the interviewing day for 3 months.

During 12 months before interview
refers to duration counting backward from
the interviewing day for 12 months.

2.3 Definitions

1. Computer refers to an automatic
electronic devices that solves both easy
and complex problems by using mathematical
methods. Therefore, computer is an electronic
device made to work for human in terms
of computation and memorization both
number and text for the next time use.
Furthermore, it has other capabilities such
as comparing logic, sending/receiving data,
storing data and computing data.

Presently, there are many models of
computers and many companies producing
computers. Accordingly, computers have various
looks and characteristics. However the

major computers used are:

2. Internet refers to a world-wide
public computer network that has the
same standard of transferring data. Each
computer can send or receive data in
various types such as text, graphic image,
and sound. Users can also promptly searching
information via internet. In this information
era, the different type of media has been
developed to accommodate communication.
The communication vie telephone only is
no longer enough. It needs more types of
communication such as image, sound, and
text. Computer and internet access can

serve this demand.

3. Use of computer refers to using
Personal Computer (PC), Notebook and Tablet.

4. The number of mobile phone
refers to the number of mobile phone
possessed by members of household including
mobile phone without calling system installed.
Mobile phone must be functional in the
interviewing day. It can be borrowed, bought
by other persons or given by offices. It can
be in any models or system. Broken mobile
phone, mobile phone in repairing process
and inaccessible mobile phone are not

included.
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5. Internet access refers to internet
access in computer (personal Computer
(PC), Notebook and Tablet) possessed in
household regardless of how they receive
internet access such as paying to subscribe
with interet providers or receiving permission
to access intemet via educational institution
or office system. Internet connection can

be classified 2 types as follows:

1) Broadband ADSL (Asymmetric Digital
Subscriber  Line) refers  to  communication
technology that transfers in high speed in
digital format. User can communicate via
internet and remote network with high
speed bandwidth starting at 256 Kbps up

as follows:

-Internet service via DSL (SDSL,
ADSL, VDSL), Cable Modem, Leased line,
Satellite Internet, Fiber optic cable, Fixed
wireless, WIMAX.

- Wireless mobile Intermet services via
mobile phones 3G such as WCDMA, EV-DO.

2) Narrowband refers to using a
modem to dial-up connection and during
using internet, telephone line cannot be
used Internet access Analogue modem,
ISDN and Wireless mobile Internet services
via mobile phones 2G, 2.5G such as GSM,
CDMA, GPRS.

6. The number of fixed line telephone
numbers refers to the number of fixed
line telephone number possessed in
household, which were functional in the
interviewing day, not including additional
attached telephone or telephone that

cannot connect to others.

7. The number of fax in household
refers to the number of faxed possessed in
household, which were functional in the
interviewing day and can be borrowed, bought
by other persons or given by offices, not

including broken fax or fax in repairing process.

8. The number of computer in
household refers to the number of computers
possessed by household, which were functional
in the interviewing day and can be borrowed,
bought by other persons or given by offices.
Only Personal Computer (PC), Notebook
and Tablet not including broken computer,
computer in repairing process and business
computer such as computer provided in

internet cafes.
2.4 Sample Design

A Stratified Two-Stage Sampling was
adopted for the survey (see details in Appendix A).
Provinces were constituted strata. Each
stratum (excluding Bangkok Metropolis)
was divided into two parts according to the
type of local administration, namely municipal
areas and non-municipal areas.

At the primary sampling state, primary
sampling units were enumeration areas (EAs).
The sampling frame for selecting samples
was derived from the 2010 population census.
This frame was updated from other surveys
to be the present. The total number of
sampled enumeration areas was 5,970 EAs.

At the secondary sampling state, private
households were secondary sampling units.
In- municipal areas, 16 households were
selected to be the samples per EA. Meanwhile,
in non-municipal areas, 12 households

were selected per EA.

2.6 Data Collection

This survey was conducted throughout
country during in January, February and
March 2017. The data collection was
face-to-face interview with head of household
or members of the household by the high
experienced interviewers. Face-to-face
data collection was historically paper-based,
but in 1" quarter of 2015, NSO has started
using tablet offering the advantages of
data entry during the interview and

consistency.

2.7 Data Processing

The survey was a sample survey. So to
refer to population, a weight for each sample
unit was needed. There were 3 steps:

1. Calculation design weight or base
weight and inverse selection probabilities
for each state of selected sampling unit

were calculated.
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2. Adjustment for non-response and
base weights were adjusted to compensate
for non-response households

3. Post-stratification calibration adjustment
was the final step. The base weight adjusted by
non-response data was further adjusted by using
projected population, classified by grouped age,
sex, region and administration.

Before the weighting process, row
data was checked relating to structural check
and possible code checks. All fields were
then checked by a data dictionary which
included. Each record was checked by certain
conditions.

Any error would be listed for correction,

ensuring both accuracy and completeness.

2.8 Limitation of the data

The Information and Communication
Technology Survey in Household is a
household sample survey. The estimates
from a sample survey are affected by two
types of error: non-sampling errors, and
sampling errors. Non-sampling errors are
the results of mistakes made in implementing
data collection and data processing, such
as response errors, Non-response errors,
interviewer recording errors, processing
errors, etc.
Although numerous efforts were made
during the implementation of the ICT survey
to minimize those error, non-sampling errors
are impossible to avoid and difficult to

evaluate statistically.
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The sample of respondents selected
in this survey is only one of the samples
that could have been selected from the
same population, using the same design
and sample size. Each of these samples
would yield results that differ somewhat
from the results of the actual sample
selected. Sampling errors are a measure
of the variability between all possible

sample.

Therefore, users should be aware of
the errors that may occur in the sample
survey.

Data presented in this report from
processing of the sample households were
selected and weighted by the statistical
theory. So, in each table may differ due to

rounding of decimal.



CHAPTER 3
KEY FINDING

3.1 The structure of population

According to the result of Information and Communication Technology Survey in
household, the total number of population was 67.6 million in 2017. Of the total population,
12.9% resided in Bangkok, 29.0% resided in the Central region (Bangkok not included), 16.9%
resided in the Northern region, 27.6% resided in the Northeastern region and 13.7% resided in
the Southern region.

3.2 The characteristics of population using information and communication technology
3.2.1 The number of computer users Internet users and mobile phone users

The survey results show that the total number of population aged 6 years and over
was 63.1 million. Of all this number, the number of computer users was 19.4 million (30.8%)
Internet users was 33.4 million (52.9%) and the number of mobile phone users 55.6 million (88.2%)
Considering by area, the proportion of computer users in municipal area was 38.1% the proportion of
Internet users was 62.7%. and the proportion of the mobile phone users was 90.8. While the
proportion of computer users in non-municipal area was 24.8% the proportion of Internet users

was 45.0% and the proportion of mobile phone users was 86.0.

In terms of region, with 8.1 million of total population aged 6 years or over, Bangkok
had 49.2% of computer users 74.5% of Internet users and 93.5 of mobile phone users. With 18.4
million of population, the Central region had 30.1% of computer users 57.9% of Internet users
and 89.6 of mobile phone users. With 10.7 million of population, the Northern region had 27.7%
of computer users 45.4% of Internet users and 85.3 of mobile phone users. With 17.4 million of
population, the Northeastern region had 26.2% of computer users 42.5% of Internet users and
86.4 of mobile phone users. With 8.5 million of population, the Southern region had 27.9 % of
computer users 52.2% of Internet users and 87.1 of mobile phone users. (Table 1)

Considering the rate of using computer Internet and mobile phone of persons in the
same age group, persons between 6-14 years had the highest proportion of using computer at
72.7%. Next was the age group between 15-24 years at 57.7%, age group between 25-34 years
at 34.5%. For the proportion of using Internet, the age group between 15-24 years had the
highest proportion of using Internet at 89.8%. Next was age group between 25-34 years at 80.3%
and age group between 6-14 years at 63.4%. For the proportion of using mobile phone the
age group between 25-34 years had the highest proportion of using mobile phone at 97.4%.
Next was age group between 15-24 years at 97.3% and age group between 35-49 years at

96.2%. (Table 2)

Next was diploma vocational level which had
computer users at 46.7% Internet users at 87.1% and mobile phone users 98.9% and
upper secondary level had computer users at 33.8% Internet users at 78.1% and mobile phone users

at 98.2% (Table 3)

3.2.4 Work status of computer users Internet users and mobile phone users

The survey asked employed persons aged 15 years and over about the proportion of
using computer in each work status, government employees (including employees of state
enterprise and temporary employees) used computer Internet and mobile phone most at
69.7% 88.4% and 99.6%. Next was employers used computer Internet and mobile phone at
34.6% 68.0% and 97.8% and private employees used computer Internet and mobile phone at

28.4% 68.2% and 97.2% respectively. (Table 4)

3.2.5 Occupation and industry of computer users Internet users and mobile phone users

The survey asked employed persons aged 15 years and over each occupation about
used computer and Internet in the last 3 months, professionals had the highest proportion of
used computer at 91.3%. Next was clerks 81.4%. For Internet using at 98.0% of professionals.
Next was clerks at 98.0%. The use of mobile phone at 99.9% of professionals and clerks. Next was
technicians and associate professionals at 94.7% (Table 5)

Considering employed persons who used computer Internet and mobile phone each
industry, follow by employed persons about information and communication had 89.9% of
computer users 99.2% of Internet users and 99.9 % of mobile phone users.Next financial and
insurance activities had 87.8% of computer users 96.5% of Internet users and 99.8% of mobile phone users,
professional scientific and technical activities had 86.3% of computer users 94.6% of Intemet users and
99.1% of mobile phone user. (Table 5)

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3.3 Characteristics and behaviors of persons used to book or purchase goods and services via Internet
3.3.1 Sex and age group

From population aged 6 years and over to used Internet, the mostly never book or
purchase goods and services via Intermet at 89.1%. The percentage of persons who book or

purchase goods and services via Internet only 10.9%, by 66.3% of females and 33.7% of males.

Considering by age group, persons who used to book or purchase goods and
services via Internet were age group between 25-34 years at 33.1%. Next was age group
between 35-49 years at 30.6% age group between 15-24 years at 26.4% age group 6-14 years at
1.3% and age group 50 years and over at 8.6 respectively.

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3.5 Devices of Information and Communication Technology in household
3.5.1 Household with devices of information and communication technology

The survey asked head of household about devices of information and communication
technology, which include fixed telephone, fax, computer and Internet access in household, about
21.5 million household. According to the survey result, there were 2.0 million household (9.3%)
with fixed telephone, 0.3 million household (1.2%) with fax, 5.3 million household (24.8%) with
computer and 13.9 million household (64.4%) with Internet access. (Table 11)

Considering by region, household with all devices of information and communication
technology the highest proportion were Bangkok while the Northeastemn region had the lowest proportion
of household with all those devices.

There were 13.9 million household (64.4%) with Internet access. In terms of region,
Bangkok has the highest proportion of household with Internet access at 81.8%. Next was the
Central region at 70.5%, the Southern region at 65.1%, Northern region and Northeastern region

3.5.7 Average monthly fixed telephone expense

The survey asked household about average monthly fixed telephone expense, household
paid less than 150 baht per month at 44.6%. Next was paid 151-299 baht at 30.8%, paid
300-599 baht at 15.3% and paid more than 600 baht at 9.4%. By region, the expense for
fixed telephone in household was not different. The majority of household paid less than
150 baht but fixed telephone expense Southern region paid 151-299 baht at 37.3% and
Northeastern region paid 300-599 baht at 32.4% (Table 16)

Concerning the opinion about the needs for the government to control the use of
information and communication technology, approximately 44.7% of household wanted the
government to control pornography websites, 24.5% to disseminate message and edit image,
23.8% to control ISP (Internet service provider) , 18.4% control mobile register, 15.2% protect
computer system, and 12.9% virus or spam mail and. (Chart 10)

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3.6 Conclusions and Recormmendation

Results of the survey Population aged 6 years and over, about 63.1 million people,
Computer users with 19.4 million (30.8 percent), Internet users with 33.4 million (52.9 percent)
and mobile phone users with 55.6 million (88.2 percent). Considering the region found that
most people in Bangkok and the central region used computer, Internet and mobile phone
more than other region. For the use of computers Internet and mobile phone by area found

that population in municipal used more than non-municipal.
The characteristics of population using information and communication technology

When considering the use of computers for each age group of the population found that
age group 6-14 years used computers more than other age groups. Using the Internet, mostly
aged group 15-24 years used the Internet more than other age groups. Using the mobile phone
aged group 25-34 years used the more than other age groups. For education, population
high school level and over level used computers Internet and mobile phone more than any

other level of education.

Working, employed aged 15 years and over a government employees (Including
employees of state enterprises and temporary employees) used computers Internet and
mobile phone more than other work status. Occupation, professionals used computers and
Internet more than other occupation and professionals and clerk used mobile phone more than

other occupation.

Most population used desktop computers. The most location to used computer was

at home. For the most location to used Internet was any place via mobile phone.

Activity of computer used mostly surfing Internet. Activity of Internet was mostly

social network (Facebook Twitter GooglePlus Line Instagram).

For frequency used computers and Internet mostly every day. The time used
computers was mostly more than 1-2 hours. The most used Internet 2-4 hours. For the time
accessed Internet most at 16:00 - 19:59 hrs.

Using the device to access Internet, the majority of population used Smart phone.
Type of Internet was mobile wireless 3G and above (such as WCDMA, EV-DO) used mostly. For
the expenses of Internet, population used mainly 200-399 baht.

The purchase goods and services via Internet, type of goods were mostly apparel
and jewelry. For the expenses of purchase goods and services was mainly 1,000-2,999 baht. For
the payment of goods and services via Internet, most people used transfer via ATM.

The mainly population used mobile phone was smart phone. The payment of
mobile services was mostly prepaid. The expenses of mobile, most population cost less than
300 baht. For other services of mobile phones, mainly population used functions on mobile

phone (such as camera, calculator, radio).
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Devices of Information and communication technology in household

The devices of information and communications technology, which include
fixed telephone fax computer and Internet access in the household. According to the survey result,
the total were 21.5 million households, there were 2.0 million households (9.3 %) with
fixed telephone, there were 0.3 million households (1.2%) with fax, there were 5.3 million
households (24.8%) with computers and there were 13.9 million households (64.4%) with
Internet access in household.

For households with computer was mostly notebook. The most reason of households
not have computer because there were not need to use.

Most households have a fixed telephone average cost per month less than 150 baht.
The reason most households have a fixed telephone mainly to get calls.

The cost of household buy hardware, software, service about technology, devices of
communication and service, all that most cost less than 2,000 baht

The connection of Internet most households use mobile phone to access Internet.
Most households used Internet packages per month. For cost of Internet in households, mostly
between 200-399 baht. Type of speed Internet in household used mostly mobile phone 3G and
above include WCDMA, EV-DO.

Concerning the opinion about the needs for the government to control the use of
information and communication technology, most household wanted the government to
control pornography websites. And the need of household for government assistance to access

ICT wanted mostly cost for call affordable mobile phone.
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Appendix A
Sample Design

1. Sample Design

A Stratified Two-stage Sampling was adopted for the survey. Bangkok
Metropolis and provinces were constituted strata. The primary and secondary sampling units
were enumeration areas (EAs) for municipal areas and non - municipal areas and private

households respectively.

Stratification

Bangkok Metropolis and provinces were constituted strata. There were
altogether 77 strata. Each stratum (excluding Bangkok Metropolis) was divided into two parts
according to the type of local administration, namely municipal areas and non-municipal

areas.

Selection of Primary Sampling Unit

The sampled selection of EAs were performed separately and independently
in each part by using probability proportional to size which was the total number of
households. The total sampled EAs was 5,970 from 127,460 EAs.

Glossary

1. Employed persons refers to persons, 15 years of age and over who during 12

months before interview having one of the following characteristics,

1) worked for at least one hour for wages/salary, profits, dividends or any other kind of
payment, in kind; or
2) did not work at all or worked less than one hour but
a. receives wage/salary, profits from business enterprise or farm during the period of
absence; or
b. not receive wage/salary, profits from business enterprise or farm during the
period of absence but had regular jobs or business that they would be return to work.
3) worked for at least one hour without pay in business enterprises or on farms
owned or operated by household heads or members.

2. During 3 months before interview refers to duration counting backward from the
interviewing day for 3 months.

3. During 12 months before interview refers to duration counting backward from the
interviewing day for 12 months.

4. Occupation refers to the kind of work performed by a person at his job. Most
persons generally hold only one job. For a person having more than one job, only the job at
which he worked for the greater number of hours during the survey week was recorded.
If the number of working hours for each job was exactly the same, the job which gave him
the higher income was recorded. If the number of working hours and the income earmed from
each job were the same, the job for which he had preference was recorded. If the
respondent could not give his preference, the job at which he had been working for the
longest time was the one recorded. The survey used International Standard Classification of
Occupation, 2008 (ISCO-08) of the International Labor Organization (ILO).

5. Industry refers to the nature of economic activity undertaken in the establishment
in which a person worked or the nature of business in which he was engaged during 12
months of the survey. If a person had more than one job, the industry corresponding to the
occupation recorded was asked. The survey used the third revision of the Thailand Standard
Industrial Classification, (TSIC 2009)
